What is provided? Space only (no tables/chairs, no extension cables, and no electricity unless it’s included in check.  Booths 

inside the Expo Center will have pipe and drape around it.  Outdoor booths and booths located in the Indoor Arena will not.

Where do Indoor vendors load in at? 

You will load in through the rollup door at the southeast corner of the Expo Center building.   

  

Where do Outdoor vendors load in at? 

If you have an outdoor vendor booth, you will be loading in through the entranced onto the grounds off Jensen Road.   Just 

get here before load in time ends on Tuesday, August 22nd at 4:00 pm and there will be no problems reaching us to answer 

any questions arising upon your arrival. 

 

The Fair & Vendor area is Open to the Public 

-Wednesday   8 am-9pm  

(You do not have to be open on Wednesday, but the public does have access to all indoor & outdoor vendor areas.  You are 

responsible for securing your booth and property when not personally present at the fair.) 

-Thursday 3:00pm to 10pm is the only times Expo is open because the Expo Center will close to the public for exhibit judging.   

-Friday through Saturday 8:00 am to 10:00 pm are the times when you can be open with indoor booths in the Expo Center.   

 

WHEN WE WANT YOU OPEN 

(At a minimum, we want you to be open from 5pm till close on Thursday- Friday) 

(We would like you to be open from 11am till 9pm closing time on Saturday)  

You are welcome to be open during all hours of the fair, but the times listed above are our highest foot traffic hours. 

 

Outdoor vendors need to be open: Thursday & Friday 5pm-9p          Saturday from 11am-9pm 

 

Notes about Load out and hours of operation 

Vendors are not required to be present at booths during all hours that the fair is open to the public, but you are responsible for 

securing your booth. The public has access to the vendor booths during the times listed above. The times we request you to be 

open are during our heaviest foot traffic times. You are not allowed to tear your booth down until Saturday at 9:00 pm.  Your 

indoor booth can be packed up and loaded out on Saturday after 9:00 pm.   

 

Vendor grants permission to the fair to use images of the vendors booths/items and name for any purposes to promote the event. 

There will be no refunds for any reason so please don’t ask. Vendor spaces are not held until payment is received with your completed app. 

 

Vendor agrees to clean their area and leave nothing at the booth space when the show is over. Do not leave your trash here for us to clean up. 

Please take all your trash home. This includes all your boxes, items you don’t want such as broken tents, etc.

any damage or loss to any of my property.
